Flash Photography is discouraged while the 
students are performing.

As marching season winds down, I would like to 
invite you, your family and friends to attend our 
upcoming Winter Concerts.

Center. Both concerts will feature a variety of 
musical selections and admission is FREE! 
  

Our musicians have been working hard in  
ensemble rehearsals, sectionals and through 
individual practice to prepare this music for your 
entertainment and enjoyment. I know the  
students will give their best efforts as performers 
and hope that you, as audience members, will 
help provide the students with a true concert  
atmosphere. 
  

In order to heighten the experience for you as a 
listener and for the students as performers, we'd 
like to remind you of the following points of  
concert etiquette: 
  

1)  Plan to arrive ON TIME!  It is important that 
everyone is in his or her seat before the  
downbeat of the first selection. If you do happen 
to run a little late, please wait and enter the  
concert area between musical selections. 
  

2)  Listen to the music. While the students are 
performing, we ask that you give them your  
undivided attention. Try not to talk while the  
music is playing. 
  

3)  Remain seated. If you find that you must 
leave the concert area for some reason, please 
wait and do so only between selections.

The  

students are putting on an  

entertaining show that is  

enjoyed by the audience and 

the Judges. As the competition 

season is coming quickly to an 

end, it is time for all of our  

students to make the final push 

to do their part and put the 

finishing touches on the drill 

and especially, the music. November is now here, 

and the climax of our marching season at Arcadia is 

coming up fast. It feels like not too long ago, we just 

started band camp, and now we are only a few 

weeks from the end of the 2008 season. Which brings 

me to the point of this article. So many students have 

put in countless hours of time and effort to do their 

share to make this a great marching season; yet we 

are only going to be as good as the few individuals 

who have worked the least. Unfortunately, judges are 

on the lookout for students who make mistakes on 

the field both in marching and playing. Points are  

deducted from the overall score when a judge spots 

a performer making errors. Overall point totals go up 

when a band performs music and drill with very few 

errors. Therefore, every student must know his or her 

own drill and music thoroughly, in order for the band 

to be a success. PERSONAL RESPONSIBILITY and  

ACCOUNTABILITY to your fellow band members is  

vital.  

If all students do their job by preparing and  

memorizing their music and knowing how their music 

works with the drill, the bandõs performances will be 

better for their efforts. Too many students in years 

past have admitted that if they gave just a little more 

effort in their learning of the music or the drill, the 

band might have had more success. The 2008 

marching season only comes once in a lifetime and it 

will be over before we know it. Do all the individual 

preparation now, before the end of the season so we 

can all look back and know we gave 100 percent! 

No regrets!  

 

I am very proud of all the students in the Marching 

Sundevils and I have never been disappointed in 

their final performance at Arcadia. Letõs all make 

that final push to make Arcadia a great finale to our 

season. Parents, I hope all of you can make the drive 

to Citrus College and cheer on our 

students. We need all of you in our 

audience!

Last monthôs newsletter previewed Myth #4: One person 
doesnôt really make a difference.

We needed 1273 volunteer hours to have a successful 
tournament, and these hours needed to come from a pool of 
approximately 250 families.  We asked each family to 
volunteer for one 2 -hour shift.  If every family did only that, 
we would have had only 500 hours out of the 1273 
volunteer hours that we needed.  Fortunately, many, many 
individuals decided to make a difference and contribute far 
more than the one mandatory 2 -hour shift.  Many 
volunteers worked an entire day (or about ten 2 -hour 
shifts).  To everyone who volunteered at our tournament:  
Way to go Parent Volunteers!  You made a difference! 

Each tournament chairperson definitely made a difference.  
These dedicated volunteers contributed hours and hours of 
personal time to organize this tournament.  They had to 
overcome many challenges, including schedule changes and 
setbacks.  Because they kept working and did not give up, 
our tournament was a success ï again.  To the tournament 
chairs:  Way to go Tournament Chairs! You made a 
difference! 
 
There is one more group who deserves recognition and 
gratitude:  the Encore Group.  The Encore group is a parent 
group whose students have graduated from the program.  
This group works silently in the background helping to raise 
money for our program by participating in our fundraising 
opportunities.  Because these parents have spent so many 
years dedicating their time and money to supporting our 
program, they were unable to resist our call for help, and 
they, too, volunteered many hours to make our tournament 
a success.  What makes this remarkable is that they had no 
reason to do this except that they believe in our program 
and our kids.  To them I say:  Way to go Encore parents!

The SAT Test Center at Mt. Carmel is run by the Band Boosters as part of the fundraising pro-

gram. The tests are administered six times a year by volunteer band, orchestra and color guard 

parents.  The Mt. Carmel Band Boosters receive an honorarium from the testing company and 

those parents who volunteer receive a stipend of $35.00 - $52.00 that is credited to their music 

studentõs account. The balance of the honorarium goes to the music General Fund.
